OBITUARY
PROFESSOR QUENTIN HUGHES
‘Jimmy’ Quentin Hughes volunteered for the army on the outbreak of the Second World War and was
commissioned into the Royal Artillery. He first saw Gibraltar on his way out to Malta where,
throughout the siege, he served in 48/71 ‘Broken Wheel’ Battery RA of the 26™ Defence Regiment
and, for a while, as Aerodrome Defence Commander of Safi airfield where he trained men of the 5™
Coast Regiment RA in an anti-parachute role. He volunteered for the Special Air service and served in
North Africa and Italy where his attack on the German airfield at S. Egidio was instrumental in
preventing the German reconnaissance aircraft spotting the Allied landings at Anzio. Captured by the
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Germans, he escaped by jumping off a train and became liaison offer to Brigada Garibaldinin
Marchigiana.
Several times wounded — he lost the use of his right eye and ear and the pronation in his left arm — he
was awarded the Military Cross and Bar.
On his return to England he was made Chief Instructor to the 2™* S.A.S. Regiment, also training French
and Belgian saboteurs whom he dropped onto objectives in Northern Western Europe.
After the war he became interested in the study of fortifications and has wrote a number of books
including Fortress, 1969, Military Architecture 1974 & 1991, Britain in the Mediterranean and the
defence of her naval stations, 1993 and Malta: a guide to the fortifications, 1993.
Professor Hughes was a Fellow of the Society of Antiquaries, the Royal Historical Society, the Royal
Society of Arts and a Fellow of the Royal Institute of British Architects.

DAVID DEVENISH
Tito Benady writes:
The Society regrets to announce the death of member David Devenish BA, AMA, who was well
known in Gibraltar because he was Curator of the Gibraltar Museum from 1967 to 1970, while the new
Curator, Joaquin Bensusan was training in England. During his time in Gibraltar he introduced many
changes in the museum. After he returned to England, David was curator for some years of museums
at Hastings, in Barbados and at Wisbech. He subsequently became a museum consultant with the
British Executive Service Overseas. His new position meant he travelled widely to places like
Hungary, Albania, the Gambia, and Rarotonga in the Cook Islands, advising on the organization of
museums.

COLONEL MIKE CAMPBELL-LAMERTON
Mike Campbell-Lamerton was born on 1* August 1933, educated at Ottershaw School and played
rugby for Guildford, Halifax, the Army, Combined Services, Blackheath, London Scottish, Surrey,
Yorkshire, the Barbarians, Scotland and the British Lions. He won 23 caps for Scotland and played in
the four tests for the British Lions in South Africa during the 1962 tour; was appointed Captain for the
1966 tour to Australia and New Zealand. At 6ft 4in and weighing 17 stone he was the ideal No 8.
Upon marriage to Marie Christine Cottrell he became a Gibraltarian and so became Gibraltar’s first
rugby international. They had three sons , Jeremy, Michael and Ian who went on to play for London
Scottish whilst Jeremy won three caps for Scotland in 1986 and 87.
Mike joined the Duke of Wellington’s Regiment in his teens and served in Korea, Suez, Kenya,
Gibraltar and Cyprus. During the Korean war in 1953 he was pipped to a Military Cross by another
Scottish rugby international, David Gilbert-Smith; there could be only one medal and so it was
awarded to the marginally senior but older officer. Campbell-Lamerton was awarded the MBE, 1974
and OBE, 1979.
After leaving the Army he was appointed Bursar at Balliol College, Oxford and went on to become
President and Treasurer of Oxford University Rugby Football Club. Later he was elected emeritus
Fellow of the College.
In 2001 prostate cancer was diagnosed, an illness he endured with great fortitude. He died on March 17
and is survived by his wife and three sons.

The Baroness Hooper — The Tablet 9 April

One of the most moving things about Pope John Paul’s death, after such a long and evident
illness, has been the sense of shock and personal loss displayed not only by those close to him, but by
the many who were interviewed at random in all parts of the world.

The Pope was a truly remarkable man who changed the image of the papacy and brought it
closer to the people. He succeeded in doing this without any loss of the dignity attached to this highest
of offices and without compromising the clear moral message of the Church’s traditional teachings.

For those of us who were privileged to meet him personally — I shall never forget hearing
Mass in his private chapel in the Vatican and receiving communion from him — his warmth and
humanity shone through.

His Polish background and the period of history though which he lived clearly forged his
views and resulted in his efforts to reach out to the most far-flung parts of the world, and to fight for
freedom and justice wherever he saw it under threat. In Europe in particular he turned the key on
Communism which enabled others to push open the door.

With this in mind, when we now look forward to what special attributes his successor could
bring to the task, I believe that we should be looking outside Europe in order to reflect present-day
realities. Above everything else Pope John Paul was a great human being and an inspiration to us all. I
am sure that the cardinals in conclave will feel that inspiration.

Question: Did the French bomb Gibraltar during World War 11?
The answer is Yes.

In 1940 metropolitan France had collapsed but Churchill hoped that resistance against Germany would
continue, particularly in the French colonies. The Prime Minister hoped that the French fleet would sail
to British ports to continue the struggle against Fascism alongside the Royal Navy. Alas this was not to
be so Churchill had to ensure that as few of the French capital ships as possible were left within
German reach. In British ports the French ships were taken over without difficulty; in Alexandria
Admiral Cunningham persuaded his French colleague to demilitarize his ships; but at Mers-el-Kebir
the French Admiral Gensoul refused Admiral Somerville's request to do so. Force H was ordered to sail
from Gibraltar and lay off Mers-el-Kebir. When the deadline to surrender was reached Somerville

ordered Force H to open fire. All but one of the French ships was heavily damaged. Twelve hundred
and seventy nine French sailors were killed and 351 wounded.

The bitterness engendered in French minds by this grim but necessary action resulted in three air raid
attacks on Gibraltar.

The French Moroccan air force bombed Gibraltar on 18 July in a half hearted way, dropping most of
their bombs in the sea. One bomb fell on the Loretto Convent killing one of the nuns. Two other
people were killed and eleven injured elsewhere in the city

French planes went on to bomb Gibraltar on the 24 and 25 September. One hundred and fifty bombs
were dropped in the first raid and about one hundred aircraft dropped some three hundred bombs in the
second. Three French aircraft were shot down. Damage was not serious as most of the bombs fell in the
sea. There were no further attacks.

5000 SIGNATURES AND COUNTING IN OPPOSITION TO FUNICULAR
The signature collection campaign conducted by the Joint Platform (ESG, Gibraltar
Heritage Trust & GONHS) in opposition to the proposed Funicular project has so far been
resoundingly successful, its organisers said yesterday.
They said that a very large majority of people approached so far have shown themselves to
be against this potentially disastrous project, and well in excess of 5000 signatures have
been collected to the present.
“This clearly demonstrates the magnitude of opposition to the Funicular amongst
Gibraltarians. Our campaign to demonstrate the very obvious overall public rejection of the
Funicular will continue for as long as the project proposal remains on the table.
Since a large percentage of the population has not yet been approached and most housing
estates have still to be visited, we are confident that our final result will comfortably exceed
an overall electoral majority,” they said urging support. Mean while their campaign around
housing estates and around the town centre will continue.

I found my way back to the largely pedestrianised Main Street, with shops selling
electronics, jewellery and booze well below UK prices (there being no VAT in the

Gibraltar also serves as a gateway to travellers crossing the frontier to visit Tarifa and
Estepona in southern Spain. These days the border operates smoothly. But maybe because
Gibraltarians have memories of past sieges and frontier closures, they are now markedly
welcoming to visitors from every country.
I found Gibraltar perfect for a short break. Much as I love Spain, on this occasion I was
delighted to steep myself in British history, and happy to stick to the Rock’.

PORT CLOSES - PLEASURE BOATS WRECKED IN STORM
Gale force winds and heavy rain combined with a strong swell caused damage to some 20
small boats and kept the Port, Fire Brigade and RGP emergency services busy on Monday
night well into yesterday afternoon. Over 40 calls were received in 24 hours related to the
storm.
The Port closed — which meant that it was focused on emergencies and normal trading
stopped. The officers were kept busy and yesterday afternoon assisted a vessel that had
engine problems in the Bay.
The runway had jetsam heaped onto it as the pontoons at Western Beach took a pounding
with many of the pleasure boats tied up there and awaiting a move by MoD just weeks
away which would allow them a safer haven.
One small cruise boat was washed ashore on Western Beach itself its hull smashed.
William Snailham of the boat owners association expressed the anxiety of those who had
lost the vessels and pointed to the dilly-dallying of the MoD as a major cause of the delay
to their move. He pointed to the fact that a previous Government had moved them out from
the protection of the Queensway Quay area when that was developed and they had long
objected that Western Beach was too exposed and subject to heavy swells. Another issue is
the inadequacy of the breakwater.
“We have always said we were exposed and unprotected here. We just hope the spring
comes with better weather,” said Mr Snailham now keen to move.
The Met Office said that Sunday 27 February 2005 broke the record for the highest daily
rainfall in February since records began in 1947 with 127.8mm. The previous high was
recorded on the 19 February 1980 where 119.0mm fell.
Monday 28 February 2005 fell short of the previous record with 113.8mm of rain recorded.
The highest ever, monthly rainfall for February has been 351.4mm and this was recorded in
February 1969. The total rainfall recorded over the last 48hrs represents nearly 3 times the
monthly average.

THE NEW SPANISH AMBASSADOR

Carlos Miranda, Conde de Casa Miranda, 62, is about to mark his half year as Spanish
Ambassador to the Court of St. James. So far he has made no public pronouncements about
the Gibraltar problem.

The Conde entered the diplomatic service in 1969 when General Franco was still
in power. Regarded as a high flyer he was posted to Washington (1970-75 which was
followed by two years in Algiers. Upon returning to Madrid he was rewarded with a series
of positions in the Directorates for European Affairs and various international
organisations.

In 1983, following a stint as Director General for Latin America he transferred to
the Ministry of defence as special adviser to the Defence Minister. Three years later he
returned to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs as Director General for Security and
Disarmament.

Casa Miranda became involved with the Gibraltar question when he was Spanish
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Ambassador to NATO (1991-96). He then returned to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs as
an Inspector General. In 2001 he was sent to Geneva as Ambassador-Delegate until his
appointment last year to London.

In 1973 he married Odette Suarez de Puga who died in 1995 and by whom he has
two daughters. In 1999 he married Elena Memeses de Orozco, Marquesa de la Rambla.

GIBRALTARIAN FIRST
Dr Philip Daniel-Peralta was a key member of the group from the University of Kent
whose Cassini Huygens project successfully took a space craft on a grand tour of Saturn,
its moons and several of its satellites. At the time he was a research scientist at the
University of Kent.

For those not in the know — Cassini is the mother craft and Huygens the probe
which was dropped to the surface of Titan to study its surface and atmosphere.

He worked as a design and calibration engineer in the section that prepared the surface
science package — this included the instruments that studied the surface of Titan, a satellite
of Saturn.

It was the Cassini mission’s probe that went to Titan and the images seen on
television were of the landing. Alas it was a one shot mission and the probe has vanished
somewhere in the satellite. Cassini itself will never come back to earth and will continue to
orbit the Saturn system and make a considerable number of fly bys of the various satellites.

Subsequently the team has transferred its stability to the Open University and is
still working on the project. Philip left the group and is now working as an electronic
designer in a newly formed start up company. Later this month the team will analyse  the
data sent back from space and a scientific conclusion reached. Dr Philip will rejoin the
group for a week this month to help them with the analysis. He will have specific
responsibility for the thermal property instrument which measured the thermal conductivity
and temperature of gases in the atmosphere and on the surface.

To date the group has discovered that Titan is a moon with an atmosphere. It is
opaque to telescopic vision hence the need for a probe. The weather on Titan is not water
based but is liquid methane and the atmosphere is so cold that what appears to be rock is in
fact water ice.

Philip is married to Dr Sarah Daniel , a distinguished electron microscopist and
Research Fellow at Imperial College, London University.

The Holy See has announced that the new Papal Nuncio to the Court of St James
is to be another Spaniard. Archbishop Faustino Sainz Munoz, 67, is the current pro-nuncio
to the European Union in Brussels.

The Archbishop has spent virtually all his career in the Holy See’s diplomatic
servce. He was born in Almaden, ordained in 1964 and spent his formative diplomatic
years in Senegal, Scandinavia and Rome. In 1988 he was appointed apostolic pro-nuncio to
Cuba where he remained for four years. He then served seven years in Zaire as nuncio and
was appointed to the EU in 1999.

The past few years have been testing times for his diplomatic skills and
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Archbishop Sainz has been involved in behind the scenes negotiations such as immigration
and asylum seekers, bioethics and the .preparation of the EU’s draft constituiom.

This is likely to be his last appointment before retirement. One of his most
important roles is in recommending candidates for Episcopal appointment. Three names are
sent to Rome after listening to local opinion and weighing up the options.

Sources close to Westminster Cathedral whisper that one of the reasons for
Archbishop Pablo Puente’s decision to seek early retirement was because the Vatican
rejected his recommended candidates on more than one occasion.

As well as being an able diplomat the new papal nuncio is regarded as being a
warm individual who relates closely with people. He is trained in civil law and holds a
doctorate in Canon Law. A friend said; < He is a man who believes in the Christina faith
asserting itself in the marketplace where decisions are taken. He is an engaged and
engaging Christian — not one who can be labelled very easily but someone who tackles
things with faith, hope and a smile’.

BRONZE STAR ‘VALOR’ MEDAL FOR RISSO

Gibraltarian Colin Risso, a Major with the Royal Gibraltar Regiment, has been awarded
‘The Bronze Star with Valor Medal’ by the American Forces whilst serving in Afghanistan.
Major Risso was one of two UK staff officers working alongside the Combined Joint
Special Operations Task Force - 76. His tour of duty in Afghanistan was for a period of six
and a half months from August 2004 to February 2005. The medal was presented to him for
gallantry in action for his personal courage and commitment to mission accomplishment in
a combat zone, under the most extreme circumstances, which greatly contributed to the
success of operation ‘Enduring Freedom’.

The Bronze Star certificate acknowledges that, “Major Risso’s uncommon valor and
outstanding performance of duty reflects great credit upon himself, the Combined/Joint
Task Force — 76, and the United States Central Command.”

He was presented with the medal by Major General Eric Olsen, Divisional Commander of
the Combined Joint Task Force — 76.

During his time in Afghanistan, Major Risso, was responsible for all division civil military
operational planning for the American troops in Afghanistan.

He was serving as a chief, future plans officer, with his primary role ensuring that civil and
military operations remained coherent, and engulfed the general policy of developing
Afghanistan as a nation.

This meant reconstruction, developing and augmenting the security apparatus of
Afghanistan, and helping to develop the Afghan army, police, schools, clinics, medical
systems, and everything which helped to enhance the effectiveness of the Afghan
government.

As a British officer, he pointed out, he was treated with the greatest respect by his fellow
American colleagues. His job also involved working with different organisations such as
the United Nations, Afghan ministries and institutions, NGOs, US Department of State,
working in Afghanistan

“As the military we had a lot of interface with the various groups, and worked together
with them. It was an extremely interesting line of work in a country where the military and
all organisations are working to rebuild Afghanistan with all the things that a government
needs to give its people quality of life and a sense of nationhood.”

Major Risso was serving in Afghanistan during the first democratic election in its 5000
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year history were held there last year, with the inauguration of the first president in
December.

Major Risso has toured Northern Ireland, Bosnia, and spent time in Argentina where he
undertook his United Nations Observers Course.

NEW RGP LOGO FOR 175TH ANNIVERSARY

As the Royal Gibraltar Police prepares to celebrate its 175th anniversary as the second
oldest British police force in the Commonwealth, Commissioner of Police Joe Ullger
launched a new logo yesterday to commemorate the old whilst celebrating the work of a
new modern-day-force. The RGP was established on the 25th June 1830, only nine months
after the Metropolitan Police, London. The new logo has been designed by PC Anthony
Debono which depicts the old and new badge with the years 1830 to 2005. The logo was
the subject of an internal competition held some time back within the RGP.

Mr Ullger said the Force was very proud of both the work it carried out and of the force
today and of course its history which will be extensively explored in the coming months.
He emphasised how the new logo aptly represented 175 years of policing and serving the
community.

The anniversary is on June 25. A special parade is planned for that day with an
interdenominational service and Gala dinner which will see the participation of retired
police officers as well.

Chief Inspector Jay Gomez gave a brief history of the Force going back to the capture of
Gibraltar in 1704 and highlighting the main events and changes over its long history since
it was formally constituted in 1839 as the Gibraltar Civil Police Force.

Meanwhile in the run-up to the anniversary in June the RGP will be holding a series of
events. The first main event will be the unveiling of a memorial plaque at Police
Headquarters in New Mole House which will serve as a reminder and commemoration for
all those who have served in the Force over its 175 year history and those who are presently
serving in the Force.

It will be unveiled next week by 87 year old Juan Cano who is believed to be the oldest
former policeman on the Rock.

The events will include pistol, basketball and football competitions, bringing to the law
enforcement agencies who will also compete in the games from both the UK and Spain.
Throughout May the RGP will open its doors to children from the Middle Schools who are
being invited to see the work carried out by the police and to visit its headquarters.
Together with the Fine Arts Society the Force has organised a painting competition which
will see the RGP open its HQ for one day, there will also be a major photographic
exhibition at the Casemates Vaults during the main week of celebrations in June with
photographs dating back to the 1800s with displays of all major events over the past 175
years.

Other events will include an open day at Casemates. There will also be a special stamp
released for the occasion by the Gibraltar Philatelic Bureau.

GIBRALTAR SOLDIER IN IRAQ

Royal Gibraltar Regiment soldiers do not only serve in Gibraltar. WO1 Stuart Bensadon is
currently the Garrison Sergeant Major at Shaibah Logistics Base and has been the key
mover in arranging the attachment of RG personnel to units in Iraq. He has been there since
August 2004 and has been instrumental in organising attachments for RG soldiers to the
Scots Guards Battle Group out in Iraq. Sgt James Gracia is leading a group of 12 soldiers
deployed in Iraq and has sent this update about their time in the desert:

“The group arrived in Iraq on the night of 12 Jan 05. They were very quickly pushed
through further training prior to taking part in active duties. This included using the new
grenade launcher which is attached to our rifles and learning how to shoot from the top
hatches of the armoured Land Rovers.

Being attached to a Guards Regiment means life is not quite as we know it. There is much
stamping of boots and snapping of crisp salutes. Even the camp names reflect Guards
traditions and we are living in the ‘Left Flank’, formerly known as Camp Abi Naji near the
city of Alamarah. Whilst being looked after by the Scots Guards, the troops at the Left
Flank have in fact been attached to the Welsh Guards Battle Group and it is quite
interesting to see the subtle differences between the Guards Regiments and the friendly
rivalry between them. This attachment to the Welsh Guards continued until after the Iraqi
elections at the end of January after which we returned to the Scots Guards Battle Group
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and moved to Shaibah Logistics Base.

The Scots Guards have gone out of their way to make us feel part of their unit and have
taken very good care of us. Very quickly we struck up lots of friendships and a desire to
foster links between our units. Some have even enquired as to attachments to our Regiment
or how to get posted to Gibraltar.

Alamarah was the scene of significant insurgent activity last year with the Princess of
Wales’ Royal Regiment becoming the British Army unit with more contacts with the
enemy in their stay than any unit since the Korean War. However things are much calmer
now and no activity against the Multi- National Force (MNF) has taken place. The
occasional shots are heard in the distance but this is largely criminal activity or people
celebrating a wedding or other family occasion by firing into the air.

Much of the routine work has consisted of patrolling the streets and areas surrounding the
city. These patrols are carried out in support of the Iraqi Police Service and the Iraqi Army.
Liaison with these units is good and they have proved friendly and enthusiastic. Our
interpreters are also eager to please and help us considerably in understanding what the
situation is whenever we go out to investigate a report. When not patrolling we man
Vehicle Check Points (VCPs) where we carry out checks on people and vehicles. This
makes it difficult for insurgents to operate and also helps in clamping down on crime.

Our other main task is dealing with reports of unexploded ordnance (UXO) left over from
the war in 2003. Every now and then, a report comes in of a shell or grenade being found
by children and the explosives disposal team is then tasked to deal with this. We are then
called in order to assist with security at the site of discovery and cordoning off the area.
Although we haven’t been here long we feel we have achieved something by helping the
Iraqi police and soldiers in stamping out elements of the insurgency and cutting down on
crime. This is essential in order to allow the Iraqi people to rebuild their society. It was
very encouraging to see the good turn-out for the elections, and in this area there was no
disruption by the insurgents.”

Two other members of the Regiment are also serving in Iraq following a posting to
Germany. These are chefs Sgt Joe Bula and LCpl Iriak Silva who have been deployed with
their units to provide catering support for the British troops there.

All soldiers will return to the Gibraltar in early April for some well-earned leave before
rejoining the Regiment. Their next duties will be somewhat different as the Regiment starts
preparing for the summer’s ceremonial season.

SEVENTH STEP TO THE COMMONWEALTH GAMES

For the first time in its history The Queen's Baton Relay, the event which sets the wheels in
motion for the next Commonwealth Games, was carried through the streets of Gibraltar
yesterday by six of the Rock's top sportsmen and women - all of whom hope to represent
Gibraltar in Melbourne in 2006. The Queen's Baton will travel 110,000 miles through all
71 nations of the Commonwealth - Gibraltar was number seven on the list.
At 11am yesterday, Sports Minister Clive Beltran, flagged off the relay led by the sports
men and women: Jaime Zammitt (swimming), Heloise Mafasco (air rifle shooting), Chris
Walker (triathlon) Sigurd Haveland (cycling), Elaine Reyes (swimming) and Michael
Sanchez (athletics). Trailing behind the local relay team were 50 children representing all
the middle schools in Gibraltar.
Together with the QBR crew, the sports delegates, athletes and children marched with the
Baton around part of the Victoria Stadium track, up Winston Churchill Avenue, around
Portland House, into Casemates Square, up Main Street and into the Piazza where a short
ceremony was held in the presence of Clive Beltran as he switched his hat to that of Mayor
of Gibraltar.
Vice-president of the Gibraltar Commonwealth Association Becky Fortunato welcomed
everyone to the proceedings who presented Heloise Mafiasco who was given the honour as
a Commonwealth gold medallist to present The Queen's Baton to The Mayor who received
the baton on behalf of the people of Gibraltar. Present at the ceremony were the members
of The Queen's Baton crew including Shannon Stacey, the representative from the
Melbourne 2006 Commonwealth Games Corporation.
Mayor Clive Beltran welcomed everyone to the celebrations of The Queen's Baton Relay
the traditional curtain raiser to the Commonwealth Games.
"This is the first time the baton comes to our shores and it is an especially happy occasion
for Gibraltar. The 18th Commonwealth Games will open in Melbourne, Australia, in less
than a year’s time on March 15, with more than 4,500 competitors (amongst which there
will be Gibraltarians) from 71 countries," he stated.
The Mayor further stated that, "by gathering here today and sharing in the history, spirit,
ceremony and tradition of The Queen's Baton Relay, we are making our own contribution
towards a world united in peace, mutual respect and universal friendship."
He thanked everyone who had participated in the ceremony, and especially the Australian
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Government, Commonwealth Games Federation, and Tourism Australia who made the
visit possible not just to Gibraltar but to all the other countries as well.

On behalf of the Melbourne 2006 Commonwealth Games, Shannon Stacey, thanked
Gibraltar for the warm welcome and for helping to stage the longest most inclusive relay
ever, and for taking part in a history-making event.

Vice-president of the Gibraltar Commonwealth Association Becky Fortunato, told the
Chronicle that the presence of The Queen's Baton in Gibraltar was not just excellent for the
sports community but also for the community as a whole because it helped makes everyone
feel a part of the Commonwealth Games.

"One of the most important aspects of today is that this event has given the association the
opportunity to make the public more aware that Gibraltar does participate in the
Commonwealth Games. It is usually an elite number of athletes who go and perhaps
because of this a lot of people don't realise that we do compete in these Games. By using
the middle schools, after all are the future athletes of tomorrow, we will have spread the
word further," she said.

Gibraltar has participated in the Commonwealth Games since 1958 when they were still
called the Empire Games. The first participant was athlete Charlie Flower who run in the
then 440 yards event. Mr Flower is today the President of the Gibraltar Commonwealth
Games Association and is in Melbourne this week participating in the Commonwealth
Games General Assembly.

This year all the sportsmen and women who participated in the relay hope to qualify for the
games next year.

Air Rifle Gold medallist at the Commonwealth Shooting Federation European Division
Championship Ladies Air Riffle, Heloise Mafiasco, has already qualified for the Games.
Gibraltar hopes to qualify individuals in shooting, athletics, swimming and cycling.

Later Mayor Clive Beltran emphasised how important it was for Gibraltar to participate in
the values and spirit of the Commonwealth Games symbolised by the baton. As Minister
Mr Beltran said the government would continue to financially support the participating
athletes at the games, and would continue to do so in future.

Shooter Heloise Mafiasco said her participation in the relay, as for the other athletes was
very important.

"The first person to take it was The Queen, then she handed it over to Cathy Freeman, and
she is a very important athelete, so it is an honour to be chosen to be a part of this," she
said.

Chris Walker who was the first athlete to take the baton yesterday in the relay spoke of how
fantastic the experience had been for him.

The other athletes Jaime Zammitt, Sigurd Haveland, Elaine Reyes and Michael Sanchez
were just as excited and especially looking forward to their participation and qualifying for
the Games next year.

"All we have to do is carry on training hard until next March!" added Jamie Zammitt.
Honorary Vice-President, Pepe Fabre, present at the ceremony held in front of the City
Hall, an original member of the local committee in 1958, and present at all Commonwealth
Games since, described the event of major importance for Gibraltar.

"It is a great privilege and honour that we are hosting this event. It is significant because we
are not just part of the Commonwealth but we are also being recognised as being a part of
it," he said.

Joe Hernandez, Principal Secretary of the Youth and Culture Ministry, commented how the
arrival of The Queen's Baton was very important for sport in Gibraltar and for the
Commonwealth as a whole because it is the first time it will travel to all 71 countries
bringing together the Commonwealth sporting community together a year in advance of the
Games.

Today’s programme: Loreto Convent at 10.45 and Bayside at 11.30pm and visiting the
Governor at the Convent at 2pm. A special reception will also be held by The Mayor in the
evening.

The Queen's Baton has already seen its way through Wales, Isle of Man, Northern Ireland,
Scotland and Guernsey. After Gibraltar it will head for Cyprus, Malta and returning to the
Channel Islands - Jersey on April 12 and England by April 15. It will then travel to Africa,
the Americas, the Caribbean, Asia and finally Oceania and the Melbourne opening
ceremony on March 15 2006.
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The Queen's Baton was created for a relay to celebrate the Cardiff 1958 Commonwealth
Games in Wales. Since then it has become a much loved games tradition. The baton's
journey symbolises the unity and shared ideals of the Commonwealth of Nations, and
enables communities beyond the host city to share the Games celebrations.

He was pleased that having gone through the
restructure the post office would now have a new image that brings a certain prestige to the service

GIB APES CAME FROM NORTH AFRICA SAYS SCIENTIFIC REPORT
Gibraltar’s famous Rock Apes are all immigrants according to genetic analysis by Swiss
scientists. The research has shown the Barbary macaques are not an indigenous species but
descend from Moroccan and Algerian monkeys that were brought to Europe.

For years scientists speculated that the Gibraltar monkeys were an isolated colony, the last
representatives of their kind on the continent but GONHS in Gibraltar were aware of the
likely source of monkeys as both Morocco and Algeria, as was in fact presented in the
Calpe 2003 Conference on the Barbary Macaque organised by GONHS and the Gibraltar
Government. Fuller details had to await publication in the Journal as protocol dictates, said
Dr John Cortes yesterday.

Dr Cortes confirmed that the results published by Lara Modolo in The Proceedings of the
National Academy of Sciences are the fruit of years of research in Gibraltar by a number of
researchers from Zurich University in collaboration with GONHS (The Gibraltar
Ornithological & Natural History Society) and the Gibraltar Veterinary Clinic. Blood
samples were facilitated and sent to Zurich by arrangement through GONHS with Gibraltar
Customs and analysed in the laboratories there.

“We are sure now that Gibraltar’s macaques are not the remnant of an earlier European
population,” said Zurich University anthropologist Lara Modolo. Results show the British
monkeys are clearly related to North African populations.

Macaques - or their ancestors - are believed to have lived in some parts of Europe during
the last Ice Age. Some authors have even claimed that they could still be found in Spain in
the 1800s.

Working with researchers from Constance University in Germany and Chicago’s Field
Museum, Modolo analysed the DNA makeup from 30 per cent of the monkeys and
compared it with macaque populations in North Africa.

“We were able to determine the source populations in Morocco and Algeria because they
have very distinct genetic markers,” she said. “These populations were clearly isolated a
long time ago from each other.”

When the macaques were introduced to Gibraltar is still open to debate. According to
Modolo, they arrived sometime in the past 2,000 years but it is difficult to be more precise.
The most likely reason given is that the Moors brought them to Spain as pets when they
occupied the southern Iberian peninsula from 711 onwards.

“If we refer to historical records they most probably arrived before the British took over,
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somewhere between 1,400 and 700 years ago,” added Modolo.

During the Second World War macaque numbers in Gibraltar are believed to have dropped
to as low as three because of disease.

The then British prime minister, Winston Churchill, demanded stocks be replenished at all
costs. This was done in order to comply with a local belief that if the monkeys died off,
Britain would lose its grasp on the strategic Rock.

But today’s colony of macaques is not entirely descended from these animals imported
from North Africa between 1942 and 1946.

Modolo admits that a few original monkeys survived the war, but their exact number
remains shrouded in mystery. The Rock is peppered with caves where animals have no
trouble hiding.

“We only know of reports of macaques being imported from Morocco during and after the
war,” the anthropologist told. “But we have shown that the current population has ties to
Algerian monkeys so we know they are the descendants of a much older group.”

“It is most likely, as a result of our joint work, that the origin of the ‘apes’ has been
established, but there are always questions. When exactly were they brought here? And, as
only a sample, large though it was, was tested, are there any other different genes still
‘lurking’ in our population. We seem to know with more certainty than ever - but the file is
not yet closed,” said Dr Cortes.

The number of Barbary macaques living in Gibraltar today totals around 240, in five
groups ranging between 37 and 68 animals according to a 2002 census. They are the last
wild primates in Europe.

But if the Rock Ape colony gets too big, Gibraltar’s local government allows culling to
avoid pressure on a limited habitat. Population control is considered “an essential part of
effective management of the [...] colony” says GONHS.

Once a common sight in North Africa, only isolated groups of monkeys survive today in
Morocco and Algeria. Facing stiff competition from humans for living space, their numbers
have dropped by half over the past 20 years to reach just 10,000.

The Barbary macaque is listed as a vulnerable species in the World Conservation Union’s
Red List.

SUPER LINER IN GIB INAUGURAL CALL

P&O’s latest super liner, the Arcadia, was in the Gibraltar Port yesterday for the very first
time ever. The liner launched by Dame Kelly Holmes, is on her maiden voyage in the
Meditarranean, and is the largest and latest in a long line of achievements for P&O Cruises.
She is the biggest ever cruise ship built for Britain at a cost of £200 million.

At an exchange of plaques ceremony on board in the early morning, with representatives
from the Gibraltar Tourist Board and the ship’s port agents MH Bland, Captain Steve
Burgoine said he was glad to be back in Gibraltar, especially finding himself side by side
another P&O vessel the Aurora, also in port yesterday, — “this maiden voyage has been an
eventful cruise. We are looking forward to having many more cruises. It is good to see us
beside the Aurora, I brought her out new — she was my baby, and it is good to see her back
in action again. It is like the old days, when we had a lot of P&O ships in port together, just
like here in Gibraltar today. It is good to see.”

The Arcadia is expected to call in at Gibraltar several times throughout the rest of this year.
GTB Principal Secretary Richard Garcia welcomed the Arcadia to Gibraltar saying it was a
pleasure to have the vessel in port. He revealed that later this year the Arcadia would be
included in a set of stamps depicting cruise ships which call at Gibraltar, and which will be
launched at the end of June by the Gibraltar Philatelic Bureau — an initiative well received
by her captain. Also on board was director MH Bland Johnny Gaggero, GTB Chief
Executive Peter Canessa, and Gibraltar Port Authority Chief Executive Tony Davis.
Captain Burgoine who has visited Gibraltar on numerous occasions, said Gibraltar was a
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favourite port of call with all passengers, who were always keen to visit the Rock.
Johnny Gaggero spoke of the long relationship between MH Bland and P&O.
“I like to think of ourselves as being part of the P&O family, and we are delighted to have
this ship coming to Gibraltar.”
Mr Gaggero said that although there was confidence in Gibraltar, the agents still had to
work hard at getting more cruise ships calling in at Gibraltar.
“It needs a lot of hard work and we need to stay on top of it. It is not something we can take
for granted because there is a lot of competition out there — Malaga, Cadiz, Ceuta,
Tangiers, and all the ports in the Western Meditteranean — who would dearly love to take
business from us. So we have to be on top of our game to keep the ships coming here.”
Mr Gaggero said that cruise lines invest heavily on their ships to provide the quality — “if
they feel the quality provided on board is not reciprocated by what the passengers
experience ashore they will go elsewhere — so quality ashore is still paramount,”
emphasised Mr Gaggero.
The Arcadia is presently carrying 1900 passengers, although she can cater for over 2000
passengers, and has some 900 crew on board. Built to sail to different destinations in the
Mediterranean, Atlantic Isles, Baltic, Norwegian Fjords, USA, Caribbean and Central
America.
Since the launch the ship has had some famous guests on board: celebrity chef Gary
Rhodes who has his own restaurant on board ‘Arcadian Rhodes’ developed exclusively for
P&O Cruises, TV garden designer Diarmuid Gavin and sportswoman Sharron Davies.
During her visit to Gibraltar one of her guests was Tessa Sanderson, Olympic Javelin Gold
medalist. On the entertainment front, the vessel is linked to Cirque de Soleil with shows
featuring the ‘cirque experience’, and entertainer Gerard Kenny who had hits with New
York, New York and Fantasy in the 1970s. The names inside are familiar too — the
Palladium theatre, the Globe cinema, and the very latest in exercise — a Kenesis Gym for
balance and tension, with a Planetarium, and Canyon Ranch Spa. The cruise also boasts a
“life enrichment’” programme called New Horizons developed especially for Arcadia and
another new cruise ship Artemis, due to be launched later this year. On board, like most
cruises, Arcadia’s passengers can attend daytime activity classes on cuisine, gardening,
psychology, reflexology, wine tasting and interior design celebrity with special speakers.
The Arcadia’s Captain Stephen Burgoine is also able to conduct wedding ceremonies at
sea, with couples marrying either on deck or in one of the rooms. Arcadia is a child-free
ship, featuring an expansive spa with a thermal suite and hydrotherapy pool, three-tier
theatre, 3,000 piece multi-million pound modern
British art collection, 14 bars and six fine dining options.

Operational commitments permitting, it is planned for an RAF Nimrod Maritime Patrol
aircraft to fly-in during the period of the launch and look forward to welcoming Flight Lt
John Cruickshank VC and Station Commander Chris Birks of RAF Kinloss.

Mr Cruickshank, the last surviving RAF holder of the Victoria Cross earned the highest
award for valour in a heroic engagement in the Arctic Circle but he also operated during
the war from Gibraltar where he formed an enduring attachment to the Rock.

A spokesman for The Trust said: “Gibraltar’s Great Air Story is told at last by Air
Historian Henry Probert. The book shortly to be published in Gibraltar and later in the UK
tells a fascinating and largely untold story of the application of military and civil aviation in
Gibraltar over the last century. It is a story of enduring importance to the followers of
political, military and social, events alike.”

“While the military and naval history of Gibraltar has been well documented through the
years, the same cannot be said of its air history and this study sets out to repair that
omission. Recent events following the 60th anniversary of the Battle of the Atlantic have
highlighted the outstanding achievements of the maritime airmen in what was then RAF
Coastal Command, of which Gibraltar squadrons were very much part.”

“With 24 submarines sunk directly, or jointly with surface ships, and half as many put out
of action, they set a top-scoring record for a single Royal Air Force base in the vital
struggle for control of the ocean routes as the essential prelude to the land campaigns. But
important as those successes were, they were only part of the story. Key roles in support of
the invasion of North Africa and the Mediterranean campaigns were to be followed in
peace by the long years of the Cold War, and then the Falklands conflict, in both of which
the Rock was once again an important air base.”

“The story shows that those pressures relaxed in peacetime so that the potential for
commercial aviation asserted itself to develop the Rock into the flourishing air centre that it
is today.

As the title suggests, among the many factors that shaped this striking story none have been
more persistent than the unbroken presence of the Royal Air Force and the friendship of the
people of Gibraltar.”

GIBRALTAR, 300 YEARS

GIBRALTAR, 300 YEARS is a collective work, published by the University of Cadiz
conceived on the basis of looking ahead realistically towards the future of Gibraltar. The
book considers Gibraltar as a “symbol and inexhaustible source of problems and
cooperation, evocative of profound feelings, whose perspectives of solution are opened and
reframed continuously (negotiations on co-sovereignty in 2001-2002, new tripartite forum
of dialogue from 2004)”.

This book contains contributions written in Spanish and in English. The Editors of the book
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are Alejandro del Valle, Professor (Catedratico) of International Law and European
Commission Chair on EU Law, and Inmaculada Gonzalez, Assistant Lecturer of
International Law, both of them from the Cadiz University.

They explain that the aim of the publication is to offer a wide set of approaches concerning
the Gibraltar issue, through a free-opinion academic approach.

The Book is mainly the fruit of the Courses organized jointly by the University of Cadiz
and the Ayuntamiento of San Roque, in 2002 editions (Gibraltar - approaching the end of
the controversy?), of 2003 (The Transborder relations between Gibraltar and the Campo),
and of 2004 (Gibraltar, 300 years: presents and futures). The book offers different analyses
and points of view from the best Spanish academics and specialists of the subject of
Gibraltar, as well as of the main actors and representatives of Gibraltar and the Campo.
The collective work includes the newness to offer the Gibraltarian perspective (Caruana,
Montegriffo, Bossano, Seruya, Searle, Triay, Golt). The book contains studies and analysis
of the great questions that turn around the controversy, the sovereignty, the status of
Gibraltar, the neighbourly relations and the crossborder cooperation. A final part gathers
main texts, documents and maps on Gibraltar.
