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BOOK REVIEWS

THELITTLE BOY WHO LISTENED —Portrait of a Medium
Ronald Hearn

Book Guild Publishing

‘The Little Boy Who Listened’ isthe biography of Arthur Molinary written by Ronald Hearn who is
the medium who introduced the young Arthur into the world of psychic studies. It is the first time that one
medium has written about another . The book goes through every stage of Arthur’ slife and explains how he
came to be recognised as having the latent skillsto become a medium. The Gibraltarian was able to take this
natural talent and develop it to become a leading psychic .

Ronald, now aged 81, is awidely respected medium who was not aware of his psychic power until he
was 25. He quickly built up a world wide reputation for the unusual accuracy of both his private consultations
and public demonstrations. More importantly he was the first to tape record hisreadings. Thisis of vital
importance as a medium is not aware of what he says and as most clients do not possess total recall the single
copy of the tape can be listened to later and the words and messages enjoyed and interpreted. In his opinion a
medium’ s work isto try to give evidence of survival and an assurance of an afterlife as well as comfort and
advice to those in need. Arthur says that as a medium he helps anyone of any faith and with the spiritual
freedom to express himself as he feels

The book has been a runaway success with the first edition sold out. The second edition will be
launched in Gibraltar by Arthur on Thursday 5 June.

To date he has been interviewed on Spanish and American television and radio and was the cover story
on Merlian News. He has also been invited to tour in India, Cyprus, Portugal, America and Spain.

Gibraltar has not been forgotten. Last year his summer visit produced in excess of £5000 which he
donated to the Gibraltar Community Association charity. This year he will be on the Rock from 11-12 August
when he will attempt to raise an even greater amount.

The Gibraltar Chronicleis singularly honoured as the opening sentence of the biography is a quotation
from the issue of 28 September 2004. No less than two of the twelve chapters feature Gibraltar and also the
Tercentenary celebrations.

Thisbook is probably the finest description of the workings of a psychic and shows how Arthur went
from being an ordinary Gibraltarian to being the foremost medium in the English and Spanish speaking worlds.
Heis proud to be a Gibraltarian and goes out of hisway to let it be known that he originates from the most
famous rock in the world. His two closest school friend are George Linares and Regelio Bel otti

He writes. ‘ Even Queen Elizabeth, the Queen Mother, sent her valet Ledlie to see Arthur, with al sorts
of questions. Barry, who was Prince Charles's secretary came with questions about Princess Diana .

Nigel Hall, producer of The X Factor was moved to say ; * Arthur Molinary is the most extraordinary
man with the most extraordinary gift’.

Arthur introduced tarot and palmistry to the College of Psychics and today gives courses of tarot and
Spanish sand readings as well as psychic development classes.

One amusing story concerns Mrs Jean Webber the mother of Lord Lloyd Webber and his brother
Julian.

‘Arthur sensed music all around her. He made contact with her husband, mother and father in the other
world and his mention of German links was accepted by her. The only name given was Bill, which belonged to
her husband who was never called William ...... As he heard an organ playing. Arthur saw in his mind scenes
from the 1940s film Phantom of the Opera in which aman in a mask was playing an organ ......... Arthur asked
Jean if her son liked cats because he saw him surrounded by them and felt he would achieve lots of great
projects. Hereplied that * Andrew’ liked animals but not cats, so she could not understand this. She had
previously said she did not understand the Phantom of the Opera in connection with her husband playing
the organ.

Thisisa perfect example of where a medium was getting significant messages which were inexplicable
at the time but later would make sense. The impressions received were given before the musical shows Phantom
of the Operaand Cats were probably composed and written. Certainly Jean could not have known of them, so
the medium could not have read her mind.

Thereisno better way to end this review than quote from a paragraph in the final chapter. * Arthur
feelsit ishismind heislistening to. He often refers to this by saying he islistening to * Arturo’ talking, who
may or may not be his ‘guide’. Arturo still speaksto him in English, unless Arthur isin Gibraltar or Spain when
after being there two or three days, he then hears him in Spanish. When he returns to England it takes some time
to revert to English. This would suggest Arthur’s communications are received in pre thought form, which are
then tranglated by his mind according to which language he is using most frequently at the time. Arthur can shut
communicators out but not * Arturo’. He doesn’t remembers the readings he gives, afterwards putting it down to
coming back to *Arthur’ (himself) and not the voice' *Arturo’. He never meditates before areading as he fells
the psychic needs stimulation and there has to be something going on all thetime'.

Highly recommended and a must for every collector of Gibraltar books.

WITNESSTO WAR

Witness to War is a contemporaneous memoir written by Ruth Macnair and edited by Miles Macnair
and published by Brewin Books.

Ruth was the wife of a Royal Naval officer, stationed on the Rock in 1936. The letters were written by
Ruth to her mother and there was never any intention that they would ever be published. The letters, written
between July and August 1936, are an eye witness account of the outbreak of the Spanish Civil War. Her
husband was in command of HM S Shamrock which was sent by the Admiralty to rescue refugees from
Malaysia and Seville. She continually marvels at how normal life continued to be on the Rock; tennis,
swimming, cocktail parties whilst al hell was breaking loose on the other side of the frontier. Gunfire from
Algeciras and La Lineawas clearly audible and of course hundreds of refugees were pouring into Gibraltar.



The letters also unwittingly reveal what it waslike being a member of the service family on the Rock
and what little contact there was with the natives. Ruth was multi talented and some of her paintings and
photographs are shown.

A charming account but which raises the question of whether the editor should have corrected the
spelling mistakes and errors of fact made by the author who in any event was sending her version of lifein
Gibraltar to her mother.

GOVERNORS BOOK PLATES

It iswell nigh impossible, outside of the Garrison Library, for anyone to have collected all the book
plates bearing the names of the Governors.

The earliest ones which are displayed in the Garrison Library are:
1794 Sir Robert Boyd
1797 Charles O’'Hara
1802 Duke of Kent
1820 The Earl of Chatham
1843 Sir Robert Wilson
1876 Lord Napier of Magdaa
1891 Sir Lothian Nicholson
1901 Sir George White

An interesting note provides this information: *Within the first order for books sent to England on
October 14 1793, six weeks after the original committee was formed to found the library, aletter was sent to the
appointed bookseller, Mr Faulder, Bond Street, instructing him to procure and send with the books a copper
plate, the size of a common playing card.

After the appointment of General O’ Hara as Governor Patron the Committee in 1787 ordered anew
engraved plate in the rococo style of the period and 1,000 labels on writing paper struck off in blue from Mr
Egerton, bookseller of Whitehall.

By 1802 the Committee had installed their own printing press and from then until 1905 all the book-
labels are printed on the premises.

It was the apparent practice until 1884 to re-label every book with change of the Patron.

In 1906 the printed label is substituted by a half tone reproduction on art paper of the O’ Hara plate,
ordered from Messers Vacher, Great Smith Street, Westminster.

The labels were sent out blank, the name of the Governor Patron being printed on the premises’.

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NEW EDITION OF JOE GARCIA'SBOOK ‘OPERATION FELIX’
Therolein Gibraltar during the Second World War of lan Fleming, who went on after the war to create 007
James Bond, istold in anew, enlarged edition of the book * Operation Felix: Hitler’ s Plan to Capture Gibraltar’
by journalist Joe Garcia.
Unlike hisfictional character James Bond, Commander Fleming had areal-life job with Britain’ sintelligence
service and was sent to Gibraltar to set up an operation codenamed ‘ Goldeneye', as part of a British counter-
plan to help resist Hitler's Operation Felix. For centuries, says the book, the control of the Mediterranean had
been afundamental principle of British policy, and without unimpeded passage of British shipsthrough it, the
maintenance of the British Empire would have been impossible.
In wartime Europe, Hitler’ s victorious armies seemed unstoppabl e, but the Battle of Britain made the Germans
fully realise that without absolute air control and supremacy at sea, an effective attack on
Britain was not possible. It dawned on the Nazi Germans that large-scale naval operations were impossible
because Gibraltar was in British hands. The answer, Hitler concluded, was to push his forces through Spain,
capture Gibraltar and spill over to North Africato control the western entrance to the Mediterranean. Thus,
‘Operation Felix’ was born.
Joe Garciafirst wrote an account of ‘ Operation Felix’ thirty years ago. It was a sell-out. It was reprinted in 1985
with equal success. What has now been done is a complete review, publishing a new, enlarged edition, drawing
from official material that is now available, including Britain's counter-plan to save Gibraltar from Hitler’ s war
designs. During the war, Gibraltar played a far more important role than is at times recognised.
The book recalls that early in 1945, with his war dream turning into a nightmare, Hitler admitted: “We ought to
have attacked Gibraltar in the summer of 1940.” That was one of his biggest strategic mistakes, and wasto
change the course of the war. It allowed Gibraltar to play aleading rolein the first large-scale Anglo-American
operation in the struggle against Adolf Hitler: the invasion of North Africa.
Former Governor of Gibraltar, Genera Sir William Jackson, who engaged the Germans in battle during the war
and who was to become a noted military historian, said in a foreword to the first * Operation Felix’ book: “1 can
thoroughly commend this study.”

STATEMENT BY THE GIBRALTAR ORNITHOLOGICAL AND NATURAL HISTORY SOCIETY
Recent controversy has arisen following declarations by the Government that it was planning the cull of 25
monkeys from the east side of Gibraltar. The Gibraltar Ornithological & Natural History Society (GONHS) was
engaged in 1999 to manage aspects of the Gibraltar population of Macaques. Other work was contracted at that
time to the Gibraltar Veterinary Clinic. In addition to this work, GONHS carries out and co-ordinates extensive
research into macaque ecology, behaviour and genetics, working with eminent scientists from many institutions,
including the University of Notre Damein the USA, the University of Vienna and the German Primate Centre.
This work has been published extensively in prominent, peer-reviewed journals, and in 2006 in a book on the
Barbary macague was published by Nottingham University Press and carrying detailed articles on their biology.
GONHS is an independent non-governmental organisation dedicated to the study and conservation of the natural
history of Gibraltar and its region, and has an excellent track record in its scientific, educational, and
conservation work.

The Society isin regular contact with the Government of Gibraltar's Department of the Environment and with
the Gibraltar Veterinary Clinic on relevant aspects of the management of the macaques. Its policy is one of
working together with the Department in order to ensure the best management practices are carried out, in both
the short and long term.

In this respect, and depending on the issue, GONHS may either agree or disagree with the Department, asis the
natural and proper situation in an open and professional relationship between two independent entities working
together.

GONHS has been encouraged by the increased concern in recent years among officials for the situation of the
Barbary macagues of Gibraltar, especially when the responsibilities for their management were passed from
Tourism to Environment, an action it had been campaigning for over many years. In some other areas, including
the implementation of the Upper Rock Management Plan, which contained recommendations on macague
management, progress has been disappointingly slow. These have been the subject of correspondence and
discussion and continue to be so.

The management of a population of wild animalsis extremely complex. When these come into close contact
with humans, the complexity is magnified. The GONHS macaque team isa small, tight unit of extremely
experienced professionals who fulfil duties far beyond the requirements of any contract. The team not only
provisions the monkeys and cleans the sites, but also keeps an extensive database on the monkeys, including
birth and other demographic details, biometrics, relationships, etc. They receive extensive and continuous on-
the-jaob training as they work with some of the world's most prominent primatol ogists and anthropol ogists.
GONHS advice to Government, on culling and on all other matters, is based on a huge base of data, experience
and consultation with any expert who might be able to provide additional knowledge or opinion. This generates
well-researched advice drawing on science. GONHS completely refutes any allegation or implication to the
contrary by anyone.

The Society iswell aware of the endangered status of the Barbary macague. Asiswell known, GONHS works
regularly in north Africaand has close contacts with expertsin Morocco and Tunisia. The Society continues to
work towards finding possible destinations for splinter groups both there and in reputabl e parks with suitable
facilities. For many reasons finding such placements is extremely difficult. GONHS will never recommend
exportation to any facility with inadequate means or space, nor the use of our monkeys in invasive research.
GONHS isnot in favour of culling. It recognises that the putting down, under licence, of selected animalsis
necessary as a part of management where a situation is not totally natural. There will be reasons of health, social
status or behaviour that may make this necessary. In this way, the processes of natural mortality are assumed by
the managers of the population.

The culling of groups of animals is a separate issue. Most of the problems caused to humans and their dwellings
arise as aresult of splinter groups from the established packs chancing on sources of rich, concentrated food.
The roaming that causes these groups to wander away from the Upper Rock are natural, and occur in the wild in
north Africa over far greater distances. They are NOT the result of under-feeding.

There is abundant evidence for this. Gibraltar's macaques are provisioned with an equivalent of 500 grams of
fresh fruit and vegetables per animal per day as well as with grain and other seeds. These quantities were
established after consultation with experts. Two undercover investigations into our practices were carried out
recently by Government officials who established - as confirmed publicly by the then Minister for the
Environment, the Hon Jaime Netto, that the quality of the food provided was excellent and the quantities more
than sufficient. Aninternational conference held in Gibraltar in 2003 which brought together all the world's
major experts on the species, concluded that there is no need to provision Gibraltar's monkeys, asthereis
abundant natural food anyway. This has been confirmed by further scientific studies since then. In some groups,
natural food (leaves, berries, roots and bulbs, etc.) forms 80% of their diet, and these groups, which spend more
time foraging, tend to move away from the Upper Rock less than those that eat more provisioned food.
However, the macagques will naturally prefer high calorie food if thisis offered or encountered. When a group of
monkeys, roaming naturally, encounters such food, be it in arubbish dump, or as offered by touristsin a site
